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Electricity Tariff Increase & Tariff Structure Changes
Elektrisiteitstariefverhoging en tariefstruktuurveranderings

The Electricity tariff price increase from Eskom to mu-
nicipalities will be 8.61% as from 1 July 2022. George
Municipality will be implementing an average price
increase of 8% to cover Eskom’s and own cost
increases based on the National Energy Regulator of
South Africa (NERSA) guideline.

George Municipality will also be implementing
tariff structure changes. This follows the completion of
a comprehensive cost of supply study as
required by NERSA and stipulated in the National

Electricity Pricing Policy (EPP) of South Africa.

The study showed that the current tariffs do not reflect
the actual cost of supplying different consumers
accurately and do not address the changing energy
environment.

approval, which will be phased in over a two-year

The proposed changes, subject to final
period to allow consumers to adapt to the new
structures, are summarised as follows:

Small Domestic and Commercial tariffs (pre-paid and
conventional metered consumers) will be linked to the
capacity limit of the supply chosen.

. Consumers who are willing to manage their
loads within a capacity limit of 20 Amps single
phase, will be offered tariffs with no fixed
charges (no structure change).

* Consumers who require more than 20 Amp
capacity will be charged a cost-reflective tariff
with:

¢ afixed monthly basic charge,
¢ a capacity charge depending on the
capacity limit of the supply and,
¢ areduced energy charge.
Bulk consumers will all be moved to a Time of Use
(TOU) tariff.

Small Scale Embedded Generators (SSEG) consumers
will also be subject to fixed and Time of Use energy
charges.

In respect of small consumers, the question is what
capacity should be selected.
The proposed process is as follows:

. Consumers will be invited to select the capacity
they need.
. It may be difficult for consumers to determine

their capacity, as it is a new aspect of supply.

. In view of this George Municipality will apply a
capacity for each consumer based on their 12-
month historic consumption, but not more than
40 Amp per phase.

. This chosen capacity should allow the consumer
to be able to use their current level of consump-
tion with a little bit of load management.

* The chosen capacity will also allow most
consumers not to pay more than the average
price increase.

* The new tariff rates will be applied as from 1 July
2022, but the actual capacity limits will be rolled
out over a period of time, considering the
practicality thereof and allowing consumers to
manage their supplies.

An extensive communications program is being

launched, which will assist consumers in understand-

ing the new tariffs, knowing what capacity to select
and how to manage their loads within the selected
capacity.

Die voorgestelde veranderinge, onderhewig aan finale

NERSA goedkeuring, wat oor 'n twee jaar tydperk inge-

faseer sal word om verbruikers in staat te stel om by die

nuwe aan te pas strukture, word soos volg opgesom:

Klein Huishoudelike en Kommersiéle tariewe

(voorafbetaalde en konvensionele meterverbruikers) sal

gekoppel word aan die kapasiteitsbeperking van die

aanbod wat gekies word.

* Verbruikers wat bereid is om hul verbuik binne 'n
kapasiteitslimiet van 20 Amp enkelfase te bestu-
ur, sal tariewe aangebied word sonder vaste
heffings (geen struktuurverandering nie).

. Verbruikers wat meer as 20 Amp kapasiteit be-
nodig sal 'n koste-reflektiewe tarief gehef word
met:

¢+ ‘nvaste maandelikse heffing,
¢ 'n
gekoppel aan die kapasiteitslimiet van die

toevoer en,

maandelikse kapasiteitsheffing,

¢ ‘nlaer energie heffing.
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Grootmaat verbruikers sal almal oorgeskakel word na ‘n
Tyd Van Gebruik tarief.

Kleinskaal Ingeslote Opwekkers (SSEG) verbruikers sal
ook onderhewig wees aan vaste heffings en Tyd Van
Gebruik energie heffings.

Ten opsigte van klein verbruikers is die vraag watter
kapasiteit gekies moet word.

Die voorgestelde proses is as volg:

. Verbruikers sal uitgenooi

kapasiteitskeuse te maak.

. Dit mag moeilik wees vir verbruikers om hul
kapasiteit te bepaal, aangesien dit ‘n nuwe
konsep is.

B In die lig hiervan sal George Munisipaliteit ‘n

kapasiteit voorstel vir elke verbruiker, gebaseer
op elkeen se 12 maande historiese verbruik, maar
nie meer as 40 ampere per fase nie.

D Hierdie gekose kapasiteit sal verbruikers toelaat
om hul huidige verbruik te handhaaf met geringe
lasbeheer.

D Die gekose kapasiteit sal ook verseker dat meeste

verbruikers nie meer as die gemiddelde prysver-
hoging ervaar nie.
Die nuwe tariewe sal vanaf 1 Julie 2022 toegepas word
maar die werklike kapasiteitslimiete sal oor ‘n periode
van tyd uitgerol word, in oog van die praktiese aspekte
daaraan verbonde, en om verbruikers kans te gee om
hul verbruik te bestuur.
'n Uitgebreide kommunikasieprogram word van stapel
gestuur, wat verbruikers sal help om die nuwe tariewe
te verstaan, en weet watter kapasiteit om te kies en
hoe om hul vragte binne die geselekteerde te bestuur
kapasiteit.
